The Trial:

Cropper Dust and wool rich carpet shred
supplied to farm as animal bedding

Manure samples taken , and analysed for
nutrients, to determine:

o0 Suitability for spreading on land

0 Synthetic content of manure

Results:

Excellent livestock bedding; warm
absorbent and comfortable

0 Wool Rich Carpet Cropper Dust in manure in
line with PAS 100 standard for compost
(0.25% plastic by weight)

o0 Shred less likely to be suitable for land
spreading with current legislation due to
latex/PP backing
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
